Entry Requirements

Standard entry to this course requires one reference and a GCSE in both English and maths at grade 1/2 Apply Here
(E/FIG) or above. It is desirable that you can also demonstrate 90% attendance. Consideration will be given to Y

all applicants over the age of 19, who do not hold formal English and maths qualifications.

How you will be assessed

Assessment is via coursework completed over one year. In your work you will need to evidence that your skills
and understanding are sufficient to pass each unit or achieve higher grades. If you have a disability you may be
allowed additional time to complete the examination. If you have particular study requirements please let us
know as soon as possible.

Course Fees

Trip fees will be payable throughout the year as and when trips are organised. You will also need to top up your
printing credits during the year to print your work out.

Course Progession

Upon completion of this course, you may wish to continue your journey in education and apply for the BTEC
level 2 Extended Certificate in Information and Creative Technology. This is a one year course covering coding,
pc build, networking and databases. After completion of a level 2 it can lead to other progression routes.
