Entry Requirements

To do this course you should have a minimum of 48 UCAS points in a related Health and Social care
qualification at Level 3 (BTEC Extended Diploma/Access to HE/ A Levels/T-Levels) Applicants must also have
GCSE English and/or math's at grade 4/C or above, equivalent level 2 qualification or be able to demonstrate
equivalent skills. Where English is not your first language, international applicants must have an IELTS Reading
and writing score of 5.5 or above. We will also consider applications from adult learners returning to education
who don't necessarily have the above qualifications but can demonstrate the ability to work to level 5. This
includes: - related work experience - an international equivalent of the above. Applicants will be interviewed and
will need to show a development of self-awareness , maturity and stability, and be able to reflect on life
experiences.

How you will be assessed

You will be assessed through a range of methods such as exams, essays, research projects, and professional
discussions. You will also be required to undertake a placement within your current workplace or as a volunteer
within a relevant work placement. We always aim to support you by giving you a range of information, advice
and guidance.
