3. a guaranteed
job interview, subject to successful completion of the training and work experience. The City Council is looking
to recruit 10 Neighbourhood Improvement Operatives on a 30 hour, 12 month fixed term contract. This is an
amazing opportunity for anyone with or without previous experience. This programme is only available from
Leicester College and applicants must apply via Job Centre. Applications from all genders are welcome.

Fee concessions: You will not be required to pay a fee for this course if you are in the following categories: In
receipt of one of the following benefits: Universal Credit, JSA or ESA (Employment and Support Allowance
Work-Related Action Group) or low waged. Evidence of benefits will be required on the application.

Course Progession

On completion of this award, your tutor will be able to provide advice and guidance on employment
opportunities and other programmes. These might include alternative programmes e.g. security or care. This
qualification will support anyone to gain employment by improving their confidence by gaining new skills and
qualifications.
