Entry to this course requires the successful completion of the level 3 Foundation Diploma in Travel and Tourism
including all 4 mandatory units;<br /> <br /> The World of Travel and Tourism<br /> Global Destinations<br />
Managing the Customer Experience<br /> Travel and Tourism Enterprises<br /> <br /> and two optional units -
Visitor Attractions and Work Experience.<br /> <br /> You will also need 95% attendance at your last place of
work or study, and 5 GCSEs including English and maths at grade 4 or above.

Additional fees will include the cost of day trips. Students may be able to seek assistance with fees from
Student Services, subject to conditions.

Course Progession

Following successful completion, you will have the opportunity to enrol on our Foundation Degree in Tourism
and Events Management.
