Entry Requirements

Level 2

Entry to this course requires four GCSEs at grade 3 (D) including English (essential) and maths (desirable). You
will be required to provide one reference and it is desirable that you can demonstrate 90% attendance at your
last place of work or study. <br /> You will be invited to attend a welcome event where you will participate in an
audition to show that you are at a suitable level on your instrument: this is to support your careers choice and
ensure that we place you on the right programme for you.<br /> <br /> Consideration will be given to all
applicants over the age of 19 who do not hold formal English and maths qualifications.
