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Course Overview

This course is designed to give you, the modern musician, the skills, and knowledge you need to pursue a
career in the music industry in a variety of roles. <br /> <br /> The course is delivered as a one year plus one
year programme. You start by studying towards the national foundation diploma in the first year and then top up
into year two to complete the extended diploma. You must pass the diploma to be able to top up to the extended
diploma. Both years carry UCAS points and universities recognise the qualification as a method of progressing
to relevant degree courses. <br /> <br /> If you are aged 16 to 18, you will be enrolled on a study programme,
<br /> which will include activities that help you to develop your personal skills, such as building your character
and confidence. This will help you to live well and move into your chosen career. These activities will be
timetabled as will work experience. For other age groups, activities will be tailored to your needs.

What you will learn

Over the year, you will work towards two modules (Music Skills Development and The Music Industry) with four
units in the modules (Performing as an ensemble; Creating musical material; Using musical styles and Planning
a career in the industry)<br /> <br /> This course is delivered through band rehearsal, performance, and
instrumental skills development. You will receive small group tuition on your main instrument but are expected to
practise in your own time (at least five hours a week). The units will also cover the history of popular music;
music business; music technology; musicianship; composition; and song writing. <br /> <br /> You will rehearse
in our high-spec practice rooms and take part in local gigs at city centre venues. You'll study in the some of the
best facilities in the region and can collaborate with music technology students in the state-of-the art recording
studios to enhance your professional network.<br />

If you continue for the extended diploma in the second year you will work towards two more modules (Personal
Music Profile and Collaborative Music Project) with six units across the modules (Using Development Plans to
Refine Skills; Producing a Personal Project; Using Material for Self-promotion and Networking; Undertaking a
Defined Technical Project Role; Using Creative Collaboration to Develop a Project and Producing a
Collaborative Project). <br /> <br /> Subjects from the first year are covered in more detail during the second
year, but with more of an emphasis on independent and collaborative study to prepare you for higher education.
Topics in the second year may include freelance skills; running a music workshop; composing for media; event
management; and digital mixing skills, as well as further development in performance and instrumental skills.<br
/>

Entry Requirements

Entry to this course requires five GCSEs at grade 4 (C) including English (essential) and maths (desirable). You
will be required to provide one reference and it is desirable that you can demonstrate a minimum of a 90%
attendance rate from your last place of work or study. <br /> <br /> You will be invited to attend a welcome event
where you will participate in an audition to show that you are at a suitable level on your instrument: this is to
support your careers choice and ensure that we place you on the right programme for you.<br /> <br />
Consideration will be given to all applicants over the age of 19 who do not hold formal English and maths
qualifications.

Course Fees

If you are 18 or above when starting this course, you may incur fees if you continue to the second year of the
programme in 2024/25. <br /> Please see our guidance on 19+ fees on our website<br /> <br /> There is an
additional cost of £120.00 to cover the cost of visits, instrument classes and resources.<br />

Course Progession

On completion of the two-year extended diploma, you may decide to study for a foundation or undergraduate
degree in an area related to Music. The Extended Diploma will award you with UCAS points which you may use
to apply to our Higher Education provision or other universities across the UK.
