Entry Requirements

To enrol onto this course you must be aged 19+, have achieved a minimum English level 1 or above with good
all-round reading, writing, speaking and listening skills, be able to provide a minimum of two forms of ID and be
able to actively take part in various physical skills to protect yourself and others from harm. Upon successful
completion of the course, you will be support with your SIA license application. This will enclude enhanced
background checks as part of your SIA License application.

How you will be assessed

When attending classroom-based sessions, you will complete a variety of short practical and written tasks that
will be formally assessed by your tutor to create a portfolio of written evidence. When completing online
qualifications, you will complete short practice tests following completion of each unit and when you are
confident, you will complete the multiple-choice online exam.

Course Fees

You will not be required to pay a fee for this course if you are in receipt of one of the following benefits: -
Universal Credit - ESA (Employment and Support Allowance Work-Related Action Group) - Earn less than
£20,314 per annum - Evidence of benefits will be required on the application.

Course Progession

On completion of this award, your tutor will be able to provide advice and guidance on other online or distance
learning courses or classroom-based programmes.
