What you will learn

This Adobe Photoshop introductory course will cover a basic introduction to:<br /> <br /> - Basic tools and
options for each tool, palettes and windows, view menu, and custom palettes.<br /> - Resolution for different
products, including print and screen.<br /> - Colour modes for print and screen.<br /> - Basic adjustments, tone,
shadows, highlights, and colour.<br /> - Basic transformations: scaling, rotating, flipping, perspective.<br /> -
Retouching, patching, healing, cloning, sharpening, dodging, and burning.<br /> - Masking and montaging.<br
/> <br /> You will learn to use the tools above to fix various digital image issues.

Entry Requirements

There are no formal entry requirements for this course but it's advantageous if you have a keen interest in
graphics or photography and intend are required to use this type of image editing and graphics software.
